4" BRICS YOUNG SCIENTIST FORUM
Theme: Fostering Young Scientists and Inovators partnerships

for a BRICS STl long-term coopeiation
Rio de Janeiro, 6-8 November 2019
Background

During the 6" BRICS Summit (Fortaleza, July 2014), the BRICS leaders expressed
their desire to develop an innovative mechanism to engage, network and connect BRICS
youth. Subsequently. India’s proposal on the creation of a BRICS YSF gathered unanimous
support and endorsement by the BRICS Science, Technology and Innovation Ministers at the
2" ST Ministerial Meeting (Brasilia, March 2015).

The 1% BRICS YSF was held in Bangalore, on September 2016. The three themes
selected for debate were computational intelligence, affordable healthcare and energy
solutions. In that year, during the 4" BRICS STI Ministerial Meeting, in Jaipur, BRICS
countries agreed to hold the BRICS YSF on a rotational basis.

The 2™ BRICS YSF was held in Hangzhou, on July 2017. More than one hundred
young scientists from participated in the conclave, under the theme “Building BRICS Youth
Leadership through Science, Technology and Innovation”. The forum chose three subjects
from the ten thematic fields identified by BRICS, namely energy, material, biotechnology &
biomedicine, as well as one cross-cutting field of science. technology and innovation
policies, science communication and science popularization.

The 3rd BRICS YSF was held in Durban. South Africa. on June 2018. The forum
addressed a wide variety of challenges, such as youth entrepreneurship, the role of women in
science, the significance of science diplomacy and today's research imperatives in energy,

water and the ICT, as the primary focus.



The 4th BRICS YSF, under the theme “Fostering Young Scientists and Innovators
partnerships for a BRICS STI long-term cooperation”. will take place in Rio de Janeiro, from
6 to 8 November 2019 as part of the STI activities under Brazil’s Presidency of BRICS in
2019. It will follow the 2™ BRICS Science Academies Meeting.

Main Goals of the 4" BRICS YSF

The BRICS Young Scientist Forum (YSF) has created a network to harness knowledge
for solving common societal challenges through research and innovation. Research and
development in the field of Science. Engineering and other allied disciplines received a
substantial stimulus as the BRICS Young Scientist Forum created a pool of creative youth in
Science &Technology. Accelerating bath individual and collective change. the conclave
built a BRICS leadership (BRICS Yeuth Alumni) and reinforced its regional STI policies,
voung skill development and entreprencurship.

The YSF aims at offering opportunities for young scientists to inter-alia (i) share home
country experiences. incentives, constraints and opportunities for pursuing education,
rescarch and entrepreneurship in science, engineering and allied disciplines; (ii) enumerate
their career pathways and choices for advancement of skills and research competencies in
view of emerging developments in S&T; and (iii) suggest pan-BRICS young scientist action
plan (Talent Mobility, Internship, Innovative Ideas, Technological Solution’s validation etc).

It represents a platform for engaging and networking youth in the age group of
maximum 40 years comprising of bright talented students of science, engineering and allied
disciplines, those pursuing research career meeting the global benchmark of excellence.
Further, it brings together talent with intrinsic ability of conceiving transformative
innovative scientific ideas and designing technological solutions for resolving most pressing
societal challenges under low resources and high aspiration setting of BRICS countries.

The 4™ YSF will provide a high-level fora for academic and policy exchange among
talented young scientists as well as scientific personnel from BRICS countries to help them
grow their skills. broaden their horizon and improve academic and policy qualifications,
stimulate the interest of talented young scientists in the strategic research of future
technologies, direct their attention to the most promising and important field of science and
technology. promote exchanges and friendship, expand channels of cooperation, strengthen
inter-disciplinary integration, encourage new academic inspirations, cultivate new academic

disciplines and produce valuable policy advice.

During the 7" BRICS STI Ministerial Meeting, held in Campinas, in 20 September
2019, Ministers approved the BRICS Work Plan 2019-2022 and the New BRICS STI
Architecture, in which the Young Scientist Forums play a key role in the pillar of
sustainability (long term cooperation). The documents state “Despite of the political
incentives for the establishment and deepening of the BRICS STI cooperation, Governments
should seck ways to make it susiainable. That means they must create opportunities for
scientific communitics and enterprises strengthening their interactions and achieving joint
concrete results, regardless of the direct involvement of the governments officials. It also

means they should foster initiatives whose results can be felt during a long period of time™.
Sessions and themes

The 4" BRICS YSF will comprise of:

A. Two parallel sessions on scientific thematic areas: Cybersecurity and Bioeconomy

B. One parallel session on innovation thematic area: Youth Innovation and
Entrepreneurship

C. Two plenary sessions on crosscutting thematic arcas: Young Women in Science and
Science Diplomacy

D. One contest: BRICS Young innovators Prize (the rules and procedures of the BRICS

YIP will be circulated in a document apart).

The sessions will comprise of panels with presentations followed by discussions.

Participants

It is expected the participation of 100 young scientists and young innovators (20 per
BRICS country). As previous editions, we consider young scientists as practicing researchers
up to 40 years old who holds a PhD or Master's degree. Young innovators must be up to 29
years old.

It is also expected the attendance of one head of delegation from each country
(representative of the STI Ministry) and one adjudicator (independent expert) per country for
the BRICS Innovators Prize.

The distribution, per country, of the participants would be as follows:

- 8 young scientists for thematic area Cybersecurity

- 8 young scientists for thematic area Bioeconomy



- 4 young innovators for thematic area Youth Innovation and Entrepreneurship and the
BRICS Young Innovators Prize (all 4 representatives participate in the two activities)
- 1 adjudicator for the Young Innovators Prize
- 1 Head of Delegation (representative of the STI Ministry)
Total: 22 participants
Obs.: All participants would attend to the plenary sessions on crosscutting thematic areas.

Obs.2: Other representatives from BRICS STI Ministries are welcome to the 4" BRICS YSF

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BRICS YOUNG INNOVATOR PRIZE

Rules and Conditions

1. The Prize

The second edition of BRICS Young Innovator Prize will take part of the 4" BRICS Young Scientists
Forum (4" BRICS YSF) activities, that will take place in Rio de Janeiro, in 6-8 November 2019,
under Brazilian Pro Tempore Presidency of BRICS.

The Prize aims to recognise and reward the best results related to research, development and
innovation projects that represent techinological innovation and a potential contribution to the science
and technology sector of the BRICS countries. It is in special recognition of young talented
entrepreneurs and researchers, whose outstanding innovations will make a profound impact on the
socio-economic environment and conditions of life in BRICS societies. These bright young students,
researchers and entrepreneurs drawn from science, engineering and allied disciplines will represent
BRICS next generation scientific and technological leadership.

2. Submission and Requirement

2.1. Overview

The projects submitted must focus on major social, economic, developmental or environmental
challenges and provide innovative solutions that are not yet in the market to enhance conditions of life
in contemporary BRICS societies. This edition of the prize is about ideas and prototypes that should
be used to improve the sector that will incorporate them.

Participation in the BRICS Young Innovator Prize contest constitutes a participant’s agreement that
the rules and conditions stated herein are binding on them.

2.2. Participants

Candidates to the BRICS Young Innovator Prize must be under the age of 30 (maximum of 29 years
old to the day of the award panel — 8 November 2019).

Candidates must be bound to BRICS member countries, either by nationality (born or naturalized) or
by residence (persons with permanent residence visas).



Participation in the BRICS Young Innovator Prize will be restricted to 4 (four) candidates per country
from each BRICS member state, among the young innovators who participate in the 4th BRICS
Young Scientists Forum.

Each BRICS member state may conduct the selection of the candidates on a competitive basis or
through a process of nomination.

Participants of the BRICS Young Innovator Prize are also invited to the parallel session on Youth
Innovation and Entrepreneurship of the 4" BRICS YSF.

2.3. Submission

The projects must be submitted by the BRICS Ministries of Science, Technology and Innovation until
October 25", 2019, according to each member’s rules, via email, addressed to: deaic /mctic.gov.t

b,

The submission will only be completed if composed by the following documents:

e Application form (completed. signed and dated):

o Project: A MS Word document consisting of not more than 30 (thirty) pages, including not
more than 4 pages of graphs, drawings, charts and/or illustrations, in this format: A4 size,
Arial font, size 12, 1.5 spacing, top/lower margin: 2.3cm, left/right: 3.0cm:

e Copy of identity document or passpart;

Candidates may not submit more than one project and there must be only ONE author by project (the
project must be individual).

All personal and project information must be submitted in English.
The e-mail with the application form, documents and archives of project must not exceed 20 Mb.

Inconsistent. incomplete or late submissions will not be accepted.

3. Projects
The projects must include:

e A brief description of the contestant’s solution consisting of not more than six hundred (600)
words, that conveys the essence of the contestant’s solution, omitting full details of
technology, training and/or design;

o A detailed description of the proposed solution including an outline of how it proposes to
address a clearly defined social, economic, developmental or environmental challenge;

e An explanation of the broad outline of the proposed solution in layman’s terms, stating the
benefits of said solution over existing solutions (or lack thereof).

The description alluded above may include any/all of the following resources:

e A PowerPoint presentation consisting of not more than 12 slides:
e A video of 8 minutes reachable by link visualisation.

4. Evaluation

4.1. Preselection



The project that does not meet the requirements of the regulation, whether by format, content,
incorrect category, submitted documentation or other criterion that precludes exempt analysis or
plagiarism, will be disqualified at any time.

There will be a primary selection of the submitted projects by Ministries of Science. Technology and
Innovation of each BRICS country, which can be on a competitive basis or through a process of
nomination.

Up to four projects will be sent by the BRICS STI Ministries to the Ministry of Science, Technology,
Innovations and Communications (MCTIC) of Brazil, which will check the prerequisites and organise
the contest.

The organisers of the BRICS Young Innovator Prize contest will reserve the right to reject
submissions without notice, including where there is evidence of false registration information and/or
non-compliance of the rules and conditions of the guidelines of the BRICS Young Innovator Prize
contest.

There is no legal recourse possible against the decision of disqualification. The adjudicators’®
decisions including both procedural and reasoning will be final and will not be open to contest or
review.

Then, the selected projects will be presented to an adjudication panel, during the 4" BRICS YSF,
which will chouvse the winners considering the established criteria.

4.2. Adjudication

The participants will be required to make a presentation of their projects to an adjudication panel
comprising representatives of the BRICS member states.

The adjudication panel will comprise independent experts designated by the BRICS member states.
Each BRICS member state will designate one independent expert to ensure balance, fairmess and
transparency in the adjudication process.

The adjudication panel will choose the winners without establishing the classification of the other
candidates. It may not grant the Prize if it considers that there are no qualified projects.

4.3. Winners Selection

After the preselection by MCTIC Brazil, the members of the adjudication panel will evaluate the
projects in advaice. This analysis will be composed of the following criteria:

e Innovative impact of the project - 10 points

o  Applicability (short, medium or long term) - 5 points
e Technical feasibility- 5 points

e Market feasibility - 5 points

e  Quality of the project (clarity, consistency of information, grammar and methodology) - 5
points

After this evaluation, an oral defence, followed by a Q& A sessions, will define the ranking of the
winners according to the following criteria:

e Consistency between written and presented project - 10 points



e Consistency of the technical information presented: theoretical basis of other authors,
presentation of procedures that prove the technical functionality of the product or process - 10
points

e Presented scientific methodology - 5 points

After the presentations, the adjudication panel will have a meeting to complete the final scoring
before the announcement of the winners. The decision of the adjudication panel will be final and
irreversible.

5. Prizes

Successful participants will receive the following prizes after applicable verification and subject to
compliance with the rules and conditions of BRICS Young Innovator Prize contest:

First Prize: Twenty-five thousand Dollars (USD 25,000) or the currency equivalent in BRICS member
states to the First Prize winner as determined by the adjudication panel of the BRICS Young
Innovator Prize cuntest.

Second Prize: Fifteen thousand Dollars (USD 15,000) or the currency equivalent in BRICS member
states to the Second Prize winner as determined by the adjudication panel of the BRICS Young
Innovator Prize contest.

Third Prize: Ten thousand Dollars (USD 10,000) or the currency equivalent in BRICS member states
to the Third Prize winner as determined by the adjudication panel of the BRICS Young Innovator
Prize contest.

6. Intellectual Property Rights

Each contestant remains solely responsible for taking the necessary actions that they deem_appropriate
to protect their intellectual property rights, prior to filing a submission with the BRICS Young
Innovator Prize organisers. Such actions may include obtaining legal counsel such as advice from an
attorney or professional experienced in intellectual property law. The rules and conditions of this
contest do not prescribe or give preference to any specific course of action or strategy (e.g. filing for
patents) as such decisions remain the business prerogative of the contestant. The BRICS Young
Innovator Prize organisers disclaim any responsibility to take action to protect the intellectual
property rights of any contestant.

7. General
By entering the BRICS Young Innovator Prize, the contestant agrees:

e That the organisers of the contest have no duty of confidentiality with respect to the
materials that their submission comprises, and acknowledges that the filing of a
submission and participation in the public presentation may be deemed to be the
publication of their invention;

e That the organisers of the contest may publicly disclose or reproduce any part or all of the
contestant’s submission as well as any presentation materials;



o That if the contestant becomes a finalist that they will not enforce any IPRs that they own
or control or their solution against any person who uses this solution for their personal
UsE;

e To waive any moral rights in materials submitted in relation to the BRICS Young
Innovator Prize contest;

e That the organisers of the contest may use the place of residence, image and likeness of
the contestant in publications and promotional materials. Conversely, the organisers of
the contest agree that the contestant may use the description “BRICS Young Innovator
Prize” in publications in relation to the contest. However, the contestant is not authorised
to use the BRICS 2019 Summit logo, nor state or imply that the organisers of the contest
approve or endorse the contestant or the contestant’s solution;

e That the organisers of the contest may photograph and/or create videos, motion pictures
and/or visual or audio-visual works of all or any part of the presentations and Q&A
sessions and awarding of prizes and may use. reuse, publish and republish, display and
reproduce these images in whole or in part, with or without alteration or modification,
without the contestant’s inspection or approval:

e That they do not have any interest (whether under copyright or otherwise) in any of the
images or any creative works incorporating those images.

The application form and the file of the project cannot be changed in their respective contents after
they have been sent to the ministry.

Projects and documents will not be returned to the candidate and will not be considered in future calls
of the Prize.

Ministries will not be responsible for proposals not received as a result of possible technical problems
and network congestion.

The presentation of the registration implies the acceptance conditions and rules of this regulation by
the candidates, as well as full responsibility for the information provided.

The decisions of the adjudication panel shall not be subject to appeals or challenges at any stage of the
proces

The authors authorise the prize organisers to use their names and images in any type of media.

The organisers of the prize will not participate in the profits obtained from the project.

The authors of the awarded projects are protected by the right to present them in exhibitions,
meetings, congresses and to allow their dissemination by the press or any other means, with or

without commercial purposes.

The omissions and any doubts or situations not provided for in the rules shall be judged and decided
in a sovereign manner by the organisers of the prize or by the Adjudication Panel.
